Teaching is oriented internationally:

Orientation and Aims

The course of study is research oriented.

It offers besides a high scientific standard the training of interdisciplinary qualifications, international experience, intercultural competence and practice-oriented professionalization. 

A broad spectrum of scientific aspects of research 
Studies in European History are combined with current research approaches. Features and developments of European history are highlighted in modules on antiquity, the Middle Ages, early modern times, and nineteenth and twentieth century. Political, social, economical and cultural aspects with its mutual references are being recognized. There is a strong emphasis on methodological and theoretical reflection in research. Evenly of interest are cognition, experience and acts of historical agents as well as their communication fields, social practices, world views, self projection and foreign designs.

Students have the opportunity to select epochal emphasis.
Aim of this study is to prepare students not only for a scientific career with the possibility of a following doctorate but also for a scientifically based occupation outside of universities.

Studies

Forms of teaching and learning of these studies open up many possibilities for students to work independently and scientifically with the help of professional mentoring. Interdisciplinary and trans-disciplinary research modules play a special role as well as the semester abroad.  

The transfer of key competences supplements the scientific education. Along with a confident dealing with theoretical and methodological discipline basics of method-critical skills, consciousness of excellent scientific practice, ethically founded ability of sound judgements, competence in written and oral communication as well as teaching and transfer skills.

In the framework of the mentoring programme 
students can count on support and supervision throughout the duration of their studies. Independent from their actual courses they will have a confidant accompanying them.
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
